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Phase 4
 Data Analysis

In Phase III of your independent research project you created a survey or interview, or both. In Phase 4 you are expected to collect and analyse the data/information you have collected. 

You will be required to tabulate your findings in a systematic way. You should include charts and graphs to accompany and support the report-style description of your findings.  Bar graphs, pie charts, line graphs, tables – are all acceptable.  A description of each chart, graph, or table must be included. You are encouraged to use technology if you have it available, but it is not necessary.

In this report it is critical that you highlight the key findings from your primary research.

Be careful to present only facts and findings and do not include opinions or interpretation. Ensure that all your findings in some way make a logical connection to your findings in your Literature Review without discussing your Literature Review (you will in Phase 5)
The report needs to start with an introductory paragraph explaining

· your hypothesis

· the method in which you collected your data

· and the sample population you collected data from. 

After analysing the data you will report your findings following the suggestions below.
Suggestions:

Group your data according to commonalities. Example: According to gender responses, age responses, grade responses. You may group your data more than once. 
Look for trends, similarities, differences within the groups and between groups. At this point you will just be reporting this information. Do not make any generalizations or explain your data.

Calculate statistics. Use percentages. Rather than 12 out of 24, use 50% of people responded in a certain way.  You will have already explained your sample group in your introduction, so the reader will know how many people would represent 50%.
Open-ended questions: You will need to identify major themes. Rule of thumb: if three people mention it then it is worth reporting.
This report should be about 3-4 pages, typed, and double-spaced, 12 point font, and Times New Roman. (APA Format)
Use a concluding paragraph to clearly define certain biases that may exist in your findings. 

*Include a copy of your questionnaire/interview and all your completed questionnaires or taped/written interviews.
